Additional flying “critters”, like soaring birds, dragon flies, butterflies, and bees  

  

Sharpie pen – black ink, extra fine point  

12” ruler  

Embroidery needle (size # 8 or #9) and basting thread or  

Sewline Fabric Glue Pen  

Paper cutting scissors 

Fabric scissors  

  

Basic sewing kit:  your favorite applique needles, threads to match applique work, 

thimble (if you use one), small sharp “cut to the point” scissors, small trash sack, sewing
